3. Representative for RSW (or RSW if self-represented) present 

their case/opening statement; 
4. Questioning, cross-examination, re-examination of RSW 

witnesses (if any); 
5. Final submissions. 

Deliberations 
(only the Tribunal members may 

remain in the hearing room) 

Appeal 
RSW may appeal to the District 
Court within 20 working days of 

receipt of decision.  

Decision on day 
 

Preferred option is to announce 
findings on day of hearing.

Reasoned decision in writing will 
be available as soon as possible.
